Locker Room Use Policy

It is rink policy to check out locker rooms to teams.

1.

All teams using the rink will need to check-out a locker room by a coach leaving his or her
Legal ID (ie driver’s license) or their car keys at the courtesy desk at which time a key will
be issued to a specific locker room.

Lockers must be locked while teams are on the ice to keep others out who may steal
items, shower or trash your locker room; which YOU are responsible for returning clean
and undamaged.

After the conclusion of the game or practice each coach/team is required to pick up all
trash, clothes, equipment etc in the locker room assigned before the ID or keys will be
returned to the individual checking-out the locker room. This is common courtesy. It
should be left in a condition you would appreciate receiving it.

THE RESPONSIBLE PARTY MUST STAY UNTIL ALL PLAYERS AND COACHES
ARE OUT OF THE LOCKER ROOM, THE LOCKER ROOM HAS BEEN CLEANED BY
YOUR TEAM AND INSPECTED BY PIMW STAFF. AT THAT TIME AND NOT
BEFORE YOUR ID/KEYS WILL BE RETURNED.

It is not permissible for players to change in the Skate Rental area or any public area.
Extenuating circumstances may arise and will be approved by the rink management
case-by-case.

Treat the rink with respect. The rink is here for the players. It is home ice for most of you.
Treat it as home.

We expect players and coaches to behave appropriately and respect others while
being responsible for your own actions and the actions of your team.

The rink reserves the right to deny access to the facility to anyone disregarding rink
policies. Any team or individual which violates this policy will lose locker room

These policies are intended for security, cleanliness, common courtesy and the well being of the
player and others in the rink.
